d. The Right to confront and cross-examine any witness(es) against me;

e. The Right to subpoena and compel attendance of any witness(es) to testify on my behalf and my right to testify, if I so desire;

f.    The Right to plead NOT GUILTY, or to enter no plea at all, which would                     

                        then entitle me to a jury trial;

g. The Right to an attorney.  If I cannot afford an attorney, the Court will 

appoint me an attorney free of charge;

h. Knowing and understanding all of the above, I hereby waive and give up 

these rights.  I believe, and so assure the Court, that this decision on my

part is intelligently, knowingly, and voluntarily made.

The defendant shall not possess or consume any products containing CBD oil or Deltas.
